Oooh.  Very tricky on that one, because I only have anecdotal information.  The anecdotal information is probably sometime during the Rev. A era, which would be around 1935 to 1941.  There are a variety of reasons why I consider this inaccurate, the primary one being that this is WAY before Conn started the 28M project and Santy was said to be investigating having a horn made “for him” for just a couple years before he ended up with Conn and also the one person that’s seen one said it was a split-bell-key horn with a 2xxx serial number.  We’ve seen that serial number before, below, and the horn’s obviously not split bell key and it’s not an SML.

I have some thoughts, yes.  Good ones, not necessarily.
 

The other horn you sent me pics of was a 2026 tenor.  It had one feature I really couldn’t place: LH bell keys with sheet metal keyguards.  The sheet-metal keyguards generally DO place the horn in question around the 1936 mark (or so) at earliest: that’s the introduction of the Selmer Balanced Action, which is probably the first horn to have sheet metal keyguards.  By 1947 or so, sheet metal keyguards were getting to be fairly common, as was the “two tone” finish of lacquer body and nickel keywork.
 

So, the question should be, “What horn has sheet metal keyguards, left hand bell keys, was made in France and would have a low serial number?”  The Evette & Schaeffer horns satisfied all those BUT the left hand bell keys and I essentially gave you that as a choice because I didn’t have any better options.  Now I do.
 

There are two companies that could be the answer the above question: 
 

* Beaugnier/Leblanc: Beaugnier was a small French company that produced a bunch of custom models for a variety of companies.  Leblanc eventually purchased them and used their design expertise on many models, most of which had – get this – left hand bell keys.  Here’s an example of a RH bell key horn around the serial number in question: http://www.saxpics.com/the_gallery/Leblanc/beaugnier/tenors/2014_Garcin_Manuel/
 

(Beaugnier also stenciled a horn for Brilhart that looks somewhat similar to the Santy: http://www.saxpics.com/the_gallery/Leblanc/beaugnier/stencils/brillhart-alto/) 
 

Unfortunately, I’ve not been able to find pics of a Beaugnier with that low of a serial number with left hand bell keys.  Additionally, the G# cluster on both the above horns is decidedly different.
 

* Universel: they produced a small number of rather forgettable saxophones until they started making some custom models.  One of them is the rather stunning Sylvester, a horn based on a patent for Earl Sylvester in 1951 (US2569029).  The production horn, however, had LH bell keys and a similar G# cluster to the Santy you sent me pics of, rather than following the patent “to the letter” and creating a horn that had split bell keys and a Buescher-400-like G# cluster.
 

Unfortunately, I don’t have many pics of Universel horns and, to complicate matters, there are dozens of horns labeled “Universel” or some variant thereof that AREN’T made by Universel (Dolnet being one manufacturer).  Additionally, the Sylvester model that I’m using as an example is a freakishly custom horn and probably shouldn’t be used to identify other Universel-made horns.
 

So, if I had to choose, now, I’d call it a Beaugnier stencil.  Is that definite?  Definitely not.  There are dozens of other choices, such as Pierret and Couesnon, which were both avid stencil manufacturers (neither had a LH bell key horn with sheet metal keyguards, that I’m aware of, at least).
 

As before: collectable?  That’s somewhat questionable.  The really “collectable” Santy horns would be the SML stencils, I’d say.  Yes, I’d assume it’d be possible for Santy to have contracted SML to build this monstrosity and use a completely different design and his own serial number scheme, but that’d be hugely expensive.
 

However, there is that contingent that says, “If it has Santy’s name on it, it has to be good.”  I dunno about that.  I had very limited contact with him before he died.  I had sent him a couple e-mails “interviewing” him about his 28M and SML involvement, but he never wrote back.  He did ask me, through a mutual acquaintance, to look out for as many 28M’s as possible and send him purchase info.
 

Well.  $500 for a possibly collectable, somewhat questionable playing quality horn.  That’s really not that bad a price.  You could buy it, report on how it plays and sell it for a profit if it’s not to your liking.

I've now located a second Santy Runyon Tenor - this time it's in great condition.  You might recall that last time there was some thought that these might be Evette-Schaeffer stencils, but I'm troubled about the 2XXX serial numbers found on these instruments.  Both saxes I have seen are located in Beaumont, TX where Santy had a music store.  It therefore seems likely that they were sold exclusively out of that store.  That puts the date of production from perhaps mid 50's to early/mid 60's.  These are both marked 'FRANCE'.  Did E-S manufacture saxes in France with sn's in the 2000's around that time?
 

I could probably purchase this tenor (95% lacquer on body; more wear on neck) for around $500, but I don't believe it to be a high-quality instrument.  So it would be collectible, but not particularly playable.
 

Do you have any thoughts about E-S or other French stencilers that would have sn's around 2000 during mid-50's to early 60's?
